Q: WHAT KIND OF CONTACT/RELATIONSHIP WILL | HAVE WITH THE CHILD | SPONSOR IN
YOURCHI L DR EHHORES?
A: You will receive a photo and a history of the child you sponsor, as well as a packet explaining the
Kids Alive Sponsorship Program. As a child sponsor, there are several ways you can develop a
personal relationship with your child: by faithfully praying, sending letters, cards, photographs, and
remembering your child on his/her birthday and special holidays. Because a Kids Alive staff member
translates your letters to your sponsored child before the child receives them, you can anticipate
receiving correspondence from your child three times a year as well as an annual progress report and
current photo. We all know what a joy it is to receive mail, so we encourage sponsors to write (emalil
is unavailable) to their sponsored child as frequently as they like.
